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ABSTRACT

This research aims to 1) study the general condition of technology acceptance factors, theory of
planned behavior factors, and work intention in the Gig Economy of Generation Y in Bangkok, and 2) examine
the relationship between technology acceptance factors, theory of planned behavior factors, and work intention
in the Gig Economy of Generation Y in Bangkok, with a sample size of 400 people. The findings of the study
revealed that: (1) Most respondents were male, aged between 34-38 years, with a bachelor's degree. The
majority were employed in corporate jobs with an average monthly income of 20,001-30,000 THB and were
single; (2) Respondents rated technology acceptance factors, in general, at the highest level, with the highest
ratings given to perceived ease of use; (3) Respondents rated the theory of planned behavior factors at the
highest level, with the highest ratings given to attitudes towards behavior; (4) Respondents showed the highest
level of work intention in the Gig Economy, with the most significant intention to become their own boss; (5)
The results of hypothesis testing 1 showed that technology acceptance factors significantly affected the
intention to work in the Gig Economy of Generation Y in Bangkok, with a significance level of 13.3%. and (6)
The results of hypothesis testing 2 showed that Theory of Planned Behavior factors significantly affected the

intention to work in the Gig Economy of Generation Y in Bangkok, with a significance level of 20.8%.
